The Govt of India has
announced a variety of measures 1o tackle the situation from food, security and extra Sfunds for h?alth care, 0
sector related incentives and tax deadline extensions. This study revealed the potential impact of the shock on
various sectors like manufacturing financial services, banking, infrastructure, real estate and put forward a set
of policy recommendations for specific sectors.

Introduction: The Covid- 19 pandemic is wreaking havoc in nearly every country of the world. In the
absence of confirmed medicinal treatment, countries are adopting the social distancing measure by
shutting down some major and in some cases the entire nation to present contamination of the virus.
Sever restrictions have been imposed on the movement of the people and the oppression of vehicles,
industries, offices, institutions etc. while the main objective of the blockade is also producing some
external effects.

The commercial activities like bazaar traders, restaurants and manufacturing in small factories
are included under the domain of informal sector. The unorganized sector in India accounts for 93% of
the workforce. The economic shutdown after March 2020 led to a major rise in unemployment. Monthly
data on employment and unemployment are collected and published by the CMIE. Their surveys show
striking results. The size of the labour force shrank by 1.4 per cent in March 2020 and 15 per cent in
April 2020. There was some recovery from May 2020, but the total size of the labour force in July and
August 2020 were still lower than in February 2020 by about 16 million and 12 million persons
respectively. The total number of employed persons shrank at a faster rate than the labour force. There
was a fall of employed persons by 2.5 per cent in March 2020 and 29 per cent in April 2020. Despite
recovery after May 2020, the number of employed person were less by 13.5 million in August 2020
compared to February 2020.

The rumber of persons actively looking for employment rose from 34.2 million in February
2020 to 93.1 million in May 2020. However, the number of unemployed persons not looking tor
employment rose eight times between February 2020 and April 2020. It fell back to 13 million by
August 2020, which was higher by about 2.6 million persons than in February 2020.

The monthly unemployment rate, which was about 7.8 per cent in February 2020, rose to 23.5
per cent in April and May 2020 before falling to 8.4 per cent by August 2020. However, this was no
reason for solace, as largf: nu.mbcrs iTad already exited the labour force. The impact of unemployment
was most severe on the hlstfm'cally disadvantaged and oppressed sections of India’s society: Scheduled
Caste (SC) and Schc_du!ed Tribe (ST) persons. The unemployment rate among SC persons was lower
than for all persons in February 2020. But between March 2020 and August 2020, it was higher than
the unemployment rate for the general population. )

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in the age group 15-39 years. Persons in the age group of 20-24 years constituted only 9 per cent of the
total employment but accouhted for 35 per cent of the total employment losses. Persons in the age group

of 25-29 years were only 11 per cent of the total employment but accounted for 46 per cent of all the
job losses.

But the informal or unorganized sector has seen an unprecedented slowdown and
unemployment in recent months. This was compounded by the Covid19 Pandemic crisis and closure.
The social groups most affected during the current imprisonment are workers, and more particularly
migrants who had left their homes to seek casual work in various places, both urban and rural in
industries, services, construction and even in agriculture. Major surveys says a significant 53 per cent
of Indian businesses indicate the marked impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on business operations
even at early stages.

The pandemic has significantly impacted the cash flow at organizations with almost 80 percent
reporting a decrease in cash flow.The pandemic has had a major impact on the supply chains as more
than 60 per cent respondents indicate that their supply chains were affected. The companies also
highlighted that they are closely monitoring the situation and expect the impact of the pandemic on the
supply chain to worsen further. Organizations have brought in a renewed focus on hygiene aspects
concerning the pandemic. Almost 40 per cent have put in place stringent checks on people entering
their offices and disinfection. Nearly 30 per cent organizations have already put in place Work-from-
Home policies for their employees.Nearly 42 per cent of the respondents feel that it could take upto 3
months for normalcy to return.

Many Indians have lost their jobs due to the Covid 19 Pandemic with most jobs losses in the
construction and farm sector according to the joint report by the International Labour Organization and
the Asian Development Bank. The Indian economy was marked by a slowdown of economic growth, a
decline in investment, savings, bank credit and exports relative to the size of the economy and record
increases in unemployment and income-poverty. As a result, India’s capacity to deal with a new crisis
stood seriously diminished when the pandemic hit in March 2020.

Conclusion: The pandemic of COVID-19 is likely to cause an economic crisis in India as-
approximately 4% of the GDP is projected to be lost amid the management and recovery phase. In the
manufacturing industry, migration or migrant labourers are the engine of growth. In Covid-19 or post
Covid world there would be always demanded of manufacturing goods. Therefore, the government has
to work on the mechanism of how these migrant labours are brought back to their respective jobs. There
should be a comprehensive plan for structural transformation from the primary to the modern sector. In
short-run, measures such as cash incentives should be given to the migrant labourers, and marginal
farmers to save them from poverty and starvation. Similarly, wage subsidy should be given an informal
sector. Above all, mass corruption in the system is the biggest challenge in the effective implementation
of plans.
